	Description of the subject
	Portfolio Management –  identifies project portfolio management principles and performance management domains that are generally recognized as good practices for organizations that have business needs to effectively manage complex and intense program and project investments. “Generally recognized” means that the principles and performance management domains described are applicable to most portfolios most of the time, and that there is widespread consensus about their value and usefulness. “Good practice” means there is general agreement that the application of these principles and performance management activities can enhance

the chances of success and are proven to work over a wide range of portfolios. Good practice does not mean the management activities described should be applied uniformly to portfolios; the organization’s governance and the portfolio manager are responsible for determining what is appropriate for any portfolio given its environment, and in the context of the organization’s project and program management framework.


	Objectives of the course:
	The purpose of the course is for students to recognize the theoretical core of portfolio modernization of key investor groups and their investment objectives, limitations, in order to possess the practical skills in investment management, forming the capital market expectations and forecasting the activity of markets to justify the large investment portfolio equity management strategy and fixed income instruments. A distinctive feature of the course is to focus on the practical issues of investment portfolio management, based on the results of recent academic research in portfolio management.
