	Description of the course 
	         The course “Banking low and ethics” is designed to study in depth the aspects of synchronization of legal norms (legal system) with the code of ethics to regulate the conduct of banking business activities undertaken by banking institutions. In this function, the course in question treats the components of the banking law, the relationship bank-client and the obligation to realize this relationship on ethical basis. In the context of  the ethical responsabilities the legal banking transfers will be also treated and particularly cross-border current and capital transfers and procedures and relevant legislation. In addition the students will be introduced with contracts that the bank apply in relation with the clients.  

	Course’s aims:
	Provide specific knowledge about ethics and interaction with the totality of norms or standards of conduct that regulate the banking activity. The program deals and argues the necessity of co-existence of ethical and legal norms that as a whole regulate the bank’s function under the State financial system, relationships within the banking entities, the legal –business relationship of the bank  with other financial institutions and the legal - business relations that the bank has with the partners respectively through arrangements and specific products.

	· Gaining the knowledge to increase the students’competences on the behavior and implementation in practice of legal and ethical banking norms in compliance with the modern ethical and legal norms;
· Obligation of carrying out bank management functions on the basis of ethical and legal norms.
